Student enrollment increased 4% in 20082009.

Overall growth in enrollment for the first four years has been extraordinary.
Notre Dame Academy opened in August 2005 with 155 students and ended
the year with 212 students. As shown in the adjacent chart, student enroliment
reached 520 students in the 200809 school year.

Consistent with the Marist tradition, Notre Dame Academy continued to main-
tain its enrollment of 75% Catholic students and 25% students of other faiths.

Notre Dame Academy maintained its student/teacher ratio of 10:1 for the
2008-2009 school year.

Notre Dame Academy received 155 applications for admission to Pr&3
through 8t Grade for the 20092010 school year.

With our authorization as an IB World School granted in March 2009, Notre
Dame Academy is attracting many international families including the admis-

sion of six international students for the 20092010 school year who had relo-

cated to the United States in the last six months.
